1-2-3 GO! | MY FAMILY! MY STORY!

"1-2-3 GO!" - FIRST STEPS IN LEARNING GENEALOGY

Have you ever looked at the people in the old photos of your family alboum and wondered "who
are these people and how are they related to me?" Finding the answers to these questions is
what a genealogist does. When you have completed 1-2-3 GO!, you will have followed the same
beginning steps a genealogist would take and you will be your family’s historian!

1-2-3 GO! and Become Your Family’s Historian!

1 -TALK TO YOUR FAMILY FIRST!

Your first step is to collect as much information as you can about your family’s history from your
family members. Suggestions are given about collecting information and the questions to ask.
Don’t forget to include a very important family member — You!

3 -MY OWN TIME MACHINE

Your third step is to fill in a My Own Time Machine table using information you have gathered from Zalk
to Your Family First and Grow Your Family Tree. As you work on your table you will be learning how to
organize and record your family history. You will also learn some of the basic methods and words used in
genealogy.

"MY FAMILY! MY STORY!" - GENEALOGY PROJECT SERIES

You inherit many things from your family. Maybe your eyes are like your grandmother’s or your hair is the
same colour as your father’s. Perhaps you have a beautiful singing voice like your mother or you love the
outdoors like your grandfather. By learning about a family heirloom you will discover stories about your
family. By preparing a poster of old and new family photos you will be able to compare life today to the
lives of your ancestors. Finally you can write your own story which will become part of your family’s

story.

1 - FAMILY HEIRL.OOMS

An heirloom is something that has been in the family for a generation or more. Choose a family keepsake
and explore why it was valuable to your family.

3 - MY OWN STORY

Genealogists love reading narrative stories written by their family members because the stories are usually
colourful descriptions of events that happened to that person. Each event must have been quite important
to them because they chose to write a story about it! In this activity you are going to choose an event
important to you, and write a story to add to your family’s history.
